● With multi-day port calls to the region’s top urban centers including Ho Chi Minh City, 
Halong Bay, Laem Chabang and Shanghai, passengers will have even more time for in-
depth cultural immersion. Guests can also visit Palawan, the Philippines’ ecological jewel 
with pristine beaches, and Brunei, known for its verdant rainforests.  

● Timed with the Grand Prix, the ship will visit Monaco and Villefranche-sur-Mer, allowing 
guests the chance to embrace their inner Formula 1 driver, as they watch the iconic race 
in two of Europe’s leading destinations.  

● Mediterranean highlights include calls to Haifa, Dubrovnik and Cyprus, in addition to 
Greece’s increasingly popular destinations of Zakynthos, Corfu and Santorini, among 
others.
